It must be borne in mind that Islamic Education is the right of every
Muslim child. And that this responsibility rests upon the parent. The
entire Madrasah system is an extension of the Islamic programme that
every parent is supposed to conduct within the home.

Therefore, a very strong link has to be forged between the home and
the Madrasah involving the child, parent and teacher Should this link
be weak, then it is the child who is the end sufferer. Should this happen,
we, as parents will be answerable to Allah Ta'aala on the day of
Qiyaamah.

When your child's embarking on the first stage of Quraanic reading
with his introduction to “TOWARDS READING THE QURAAN,”
your and our responsibility becomes even more intense. May Allah
guide us to view this responsibility objectively.

The method of presentation, as you will see, is unique and has been
found to be most effective and successful. Instead of using the spelling
method of reading, the method used in this book, “TOWARDS
READING THE QU RAAN”, is based on the phonic system. The
child is not required to spell the words while reading: he or she is
taught to “sound” or pronounce the words. The volume of the work
itself has been graded progressively from the simple to the difficult in
keeping with the child's development. The child is no longer required
to rush through the Quraan with the idea of making Khatam-ul Quraan
in as short as possible a time. The whole concept is based on
developing within the child the ability to read fluently. Once the child
has mastered the art of reading, the next logical step is to begin the
reading of the holy Quraan itself, Insha Allah.

You, as the parent, must ensure that whatever work is done in class is
revised and rehearsed at home, so that the child can cope confidently
with the next lesson, as every lesson is a step forward, based on the
previous lesson.

Parents are urged to play their role in giving their children the best of
all gifts: a sound Islamic Education which will stand your child in
good stead for this world and the Aakhirah.

CONTENT:

1;

This book serves a two-fold purpose:

a.  As a reader for the child to supplement and consolidate the
lessons given by the teacher.

b.  Asabook of lessons forming the basis of the subject matter fo
be presented by the teacher.

The alphabet has been placed at the very beginning of the text book
merely to give the child an idea of Arabic Script. At this stage, the
child is not taught to read the Arabic alphabet. However, for knowing
the Arabic Alphabet, Lesson 22 is introduced. Teach Kasrah,
Dhammah and Sukoon after learners have mastered the alphabet.

It will be noticed that this reader introduces the various aspects of
teachmg, the fat-hah (Zabar), kasrah (Zer), dhammah (Pesh) and the
joining of letters: - Sukoon (Jazm). The letters of the alphabet are
then taught before introducing the Sukoon (Jazm).

The numbers appearing in the right-hand margin act as a guide
indicating the volume of new subject matter to be treated: - the first
day (1), the second day (2), the third day (3), The first day's lesson
must of course, be revised on the second day and so on. The teacher
should use the chalkboard together with the reader to present the
lesson.

English equivalents (by no means adequate) are included as aids for
the different sounds. Remember that the fat-hah (zabar), kasrah (zer)
and dhammah (pesh) are the short vowels and the letters with them
mustbe READ SHORT (NOT LONG).

The colour red is used primarily to introduce a new letter and to
highlight the three position of the letter in a word.

Every new lesson revises the letters previously dealt with.

Lessons for revision consist of parts of words as they appear in the
Quraan while the rest of the lessons constitute three and four letter
words from the Quraan.

METHOD:

1.

The teacher should not rely entirely on this book for content and
method. The chalk-board, flashcards, charts, small activity cards,
stencils, plasticine should feature prominently as aids.
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In teaching the letters with the fat-hah (Zabar), kasrah (Zer) and
dhammah (Pesh), the pupils DO NOT SPELL the letters. The
phonic method of sounding the letters is used.

When the kasrah (Zer) is introduced, details such as the fat-hah
(Zabar) and kasrah (Zer) are also dealt with but still without the
spelling of the letter. The teacher will refer to the fat-hah (Zabar)
and kasrah (Zer) only when the child experiences difficulty in
recognition. It must be emphasised that the greatest difficulty as
far as the child is concerned is the recognition of the different
forms of the same letter at different positions in the word.

With two - three - and four-letter words the LOOK AND SAY
method is used. The words may only be broken up to help the
pupil who finds difficulty with recognition.

The teacher should prepare the following flashcards: a complete
set of all the single fat-hah letters up to lesson 21 and set of the
word in lesson 30.

Depending on the pupil's ability and progress, the dhammah
(Pesh) may be introduced at the end of the second term, or it may
be introduced at the beginning of the third term. The fat-hah
needs to be thoroughly consolidated before proceedmg to any
other work.

When introducing the Sukoon (Jazm) use letters with which the
child is already familiar, e.g. ZaJ Now write &3 Then %3 Letthe
pupils read these. Next, write 2aJ and ask the pupils whether this
can be read as any of the previous three words. The answer should
be NO. The teacher should then tell the children how to sound
>&) At this stage, the only other fact to be given is to tell the
children that » is called Sukoon (Jazm), nothing more.

Repeat with :;“;JC and () The next day revise these and deal with
six more letters invoking the kasrah (Zer) and dhammah (Pesh) as
shown in lesson 2. On the third day revise and combine the above
features with six more letters

Continue in the same way with lessons 32 and 33 WITHOUT
GIVING ANY DETAILS in order not to confuse the pupils with
too much information.

By the time the pupils reach lesson 34, the following aspects
should already have been established:

a. Theletters of the alphabet.
b.  The functions of the Sukoon (Jazm).

The Jazm ( 2 ) tells us to JOIN the 8 tothe LAAM( J ).

Henceforth, the alphabet is taught INCIDENTALLY, according to the
above method. The alphabet should not be over-emphasised at the
expense of the Jazm. Care should however be taken not to treat it
lightly, lest it be neglected.

The child must not be taught to spell the words. If the child reads a
word correctly, it will mean that the functions of the Jazm have
been established in his mind. If, however, the pupil reads
incorrectly, then only should reference be made by the teacher to
such details as the Jazm, its function and the letter on which the
Jazm appears. This should be done as a means of helping the
pupil to read correctly.

Flashcards must be prepared for all words in lesson 34, lesson 36
and lesson 39. These flashcard-words should cover every letter of
the alphabet with Jazm.

Lesson 40 prepares the child for the tanween while lesson 41
prepares his for the tashdeed. Both these aspects are taught early
inclass 2.

The teacher need not adhere rigidly to the format of these lessons
nor to the number of days allocated for each lesson.

The teacher should spend about 30 minutes of the daily lesson
combining boardwork with the reader. While drill-work is
absolutely essential, it must be done wisely, at the right time and
for short sessions. The rest of the time for Quraan should be spent
in various meaningfully planned activities.
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14. The importance of the play-method cannot be over-emphasised.
The children should not be treated as miniature adults.

15. Remember the teacher has to consistently stress the fact that the
letters with Fatha (zabar), Kasra (zer) or Dhamma (pesh),
whether one or four-letter words, must be read short. Pupils must
not be told “READ FAST!” or “READ QUICKLY!” Rather say:
“Read each letter with a short sound but do not delay after each
letter”.

16. This book should also be used at the beginning of class 2 to revise
the work done in class I and 2.

“TOWARDS READING THE QURAAN” Part One has been
compiled to present the subject matter in such a manner that it will help
to facilitate the teaching of the Quraan to young children without the
problems of yesteryear. It is hoped that, through the Grace of Allah's
Greatest Gift to mankind, and a sense of satisfaction and achievement
to the teacher in the teaching of the Holy Quraan.
