TO THE TEACHER
This is the second part of “TOWARDS READING THE
QUR'AAN?”. Itis suitable for the child in the age group 6

to 772 years, i.e. for the child in the second year of study
(class 2).

Before starting this reader the child should have mastered
the first part which deals with the short vowels (i.e. Fat-
hah, Kasrah and Dhammah) and the (Sukoon Jazm). The
first part should also have prepared the child for the
Tanween and the Tashdeed which are further dealt with in
this book.

The colour red is used to serve a specific purpose, i.e. to
explain a particular aspect or function after which its use is
discontinued.

Aswith 2 _ 7 and = the child does not spell the words.
The phonic and look-and-say methods are used. Only
during the introduction of a lesson and by way of
explanation will the teacher refer to details. For example,
the teacher may refer to the Tashdeed, its name and
function.

It will be noticed that before the introduction of a new
aspect, the previous lesson revises all the aspects covered
in earlier lessons.

Hence the lesson/s on Tashdeed at the same time also
revises £ 2 and the Tanween _t? £

All words and parts of words are mainly from the first three
Surahs of the Noble Qur'aan and from Suratul Asr to
Suratun Naas. The words are limited to this portion of the
Qur'aan since the child's first acquaintance with the
Qur'aan is with Hifz in class 1 and later when the child
starts with the actual reading of the Qur'aan in class 2, these
are the Surahs which he/she will be covering.

The lessons are such that the teacher need not prepare
everyday's lessons. These lessons incorporate what the
teacher would have prepared to present via the chalkboard
and other aids. Thus, the teacher develops the same
lesson on the chalkboard during presentation as the lesson
the learner will read in this reader.
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The teacher must prepare flashcards of words in lessons 4,
6, 10, 12, 15, 16 and 18. These cards must be used
regularly in various activities and for revision.

This book should be completed in 20 to 28 weeks i.e. the
third term. In the latter part of the third term, learners may
commence with the Qur'aan but ONLY after having
mastered lessons in this book.

Lesson 24 provides practice towards reading-fluency and
isanidea which may be extended.

These two passages from the Qur'aan (on pages 52 to 56)
were chosen because firstly, they cover all aspects taught
from the Fat-hah to the Madde-Muttasi] and secondly,
because of their special virtues. It is hoped that with
frequent reading, these passages will be memorized.

- The duration of each lesson is indicated at the top of the

page. The number in brackets indicates the extent of the
work to be covered during a particular day or days. For
example, (3) indicates that at the end of three days, the
work set out in that lesson should have been covered to that
stage.

However, these numbers are written merely as a guide and
are not to be adhered to rigidly, of course, the first days
lesson must be revised on the second da ,and so on.
