“He who bears witness that there is no object of worship except Allaah % and
Mubammad - is the messenger of Allaah %, Allaah % has made the fire forbidden for
bim.” (Muslim).

The key to the doors of paradise is belief. If our beliefs are incorrect or incomplete,
then though we may perform the deeds of a Muslim, look like a Muslim and even
have a Muslim name, we will not be judged as such by Allaah 3. All our deeds will be

ruined and we shall face eternal loss.

Nabee # has said:
“The Banoo Israaeel broke up into seventy rwo sects, while my ummah will break up into
seventy three sects. All of them will be in the fire excepr one group. They (the companions)
asked: “who will they be, O Messenger of Allaah?” He replied: “(The group whose belz'cﬁ
aye in accordance with my companions and I. (Tirmizee)

This belief system is known as “Agaa’id”. Our Agaaid will protect us from falling into
one of the seventy-two sects and will fnsha Allaah secure our place in Jannah.
